Phase III is a two mile extension of the recently completed 1.2-mile Quinnipiac River Gorge section and the one-mile Harbor Brook section.  The trail will provide pedestrian and bicycle access to Platt High School, Lincoln Middle School, and the HC Wilcox Technical High School and to the existing recreational areas including Hanover Pond and the completed sections of the Linear Trail.

3. Why is this project a worthwhile use of taxpayer funds? 

The Quinnipiac River Linear Trail is a part of a regional trail system that follows the Quinnipiac River and its tributaries through Wallingford, Cheshire and Meriden. Local funds are insufficent to support the development and construction of such facilities that have regional economic, transportation and environmental benefits.  
4. How will this project specifically benefit your community and Connecticut as a whole? [Please provide specific outcomes such as jobs saved, jobs created, individuals served, environmental impact, economic activity, etc] 

The project will result in regional economic, transportation and environmental benefits.  The project will create or help maintain approximate 3 engineering positions and approximately 10 local construction jobs. The project will result in improved mobility by providing a safe route for bicyclists and pedestrians traveling to key destinations in the City of Meriden without the use of a motor vehicle.  The project will result in environmental benefits resulting from elimination of vehicle trips to key downtown locations, including three public schools.  The project will reduce vehicle emissions and vehicle miles traveled in Meriden, CT.   
6. Why is federal support for this project needed?
Meriden City Council has limited its General Fund operating budget growth to no more than the growth in its Grand List tax base. With little or no growth in the tax base, new general funds are scarce. While bonding is an option to finance capital improvement projects, the City Council, which approves all capital budgets, has limited new bonding to no more than the amount of debt that is retired in the proceeding year. This limitation significantly limits the ability to use bonding to fund new capital improvement projects. Federal funds are critical to allowing the City to move forward with such a project that provides benefits to both the City and the region.
